1.Do not use the scooter on public transit roads. Be aware that it can be difficult for traffic to see you when you are sitting on the scooter. Always use pedestrian paths. Follow all rules of pedestrian traffic. Wait until your path is free, and then proceed with extreme caution.

16.Avoid getting off in reverse from steps, sidewalks or other obstacles. This can cause the scooter to fall/overturn.

17.Always reduce thelocality and maintain a stable center of gravity in tight curves. Do not use maximum power in tight corners.

18. Using the scooter in the event of rain, snow, forest conditions and on icy or slippery surfaces can have a negative effect on the electrical system.

3. Pedal brake

2.To brake the car, gradually press the brake pedal with your right foot.
3.The degree of pressure on the brake pedal determines the intensity of braking
of the car. When you need to brake quickly or firmly, press the brake pedal harder

4.In general, it is advisable to avoid abruptly braking or pressing the
brake pedal too strongly, as this can cause a car slip or an accident.
5.When the car stops completely, for example at a red light, it is
You can keep the brake pedal pressed to prevent the car from advancing.
6.When you start again, gradually release the brake pedal and simultaneously press the accelerator to restart the car.
Note: It is important to keep the brake pedal and brake system of the car in good condition, performing regular maintenance and replacing defective or worn parts as soon as possible
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4. Drive gear: Forward / Stop / Reverse
1.If you need to move the car forward, place the knob on position D (Drive) and slowly advance by pressing the pedal of the accelerator.
2.To put the car in a dead spot, place the knob on the N position (Neutral).
3.If you need to go in reverse, place the knob on position R (Reverse) and slowly advance by pressing the accelerator pedal. When reversing, the car will emit a "DiDi" sound, and the reverse image (rear view camera) will be displayed in the Display.
Note: It is important to follow the instructions for driving gears carefully to avoid accidents and damage to the car. In case of doubt or
difficulty in using the gearbox, consult the car's user manual or consult a specialist mechanic.

RESOLUTION OF PROBLEMS


[bookmark: bookmark16]1.If the green indicator is off:
•Check the AC input. If everything is working, the battery charge may be defective 2.If the green indicator continues to flash and does not indicate charging:

Check if the battery connector is connected correctly. Check if there is a short circuit on the output connection.
The battery charge may be defective if the battery connection works properly. 3.If the red light continues to flash:
• Check if the battery connection is reversed.
• Check if there is a short circuit on the output connection.
• Check if the ambient temperature is too low (0℃).
•The battery charge may be defective if the red light continues to flash again. 4.Charge indicator (orange) does not turn green:
•The battery may be defective, please stop charging and repair the battery. 5.If the charge indicator (orange) turns green (charge)



ATTATION

1.Before using the charger, read all instructions and warnings. 
2.Use the charger in a well ventilated area.
3.To avoid the risk of injury, charge only lead-acid or gel batteries.

4. Turn off the power after charging. Note: Use only the charger that was provided by the scooter supplier. The use of any othertype of charger can be dangerous and needs manufacturer approval.
[bookmark: bookmark17]Always charge the batteries in well ventilated environments.

The charger is intended for internal use only. Please protect it from moisture. For best performance, it is recommended to replace

both batteries at the same time if they are discharged.

If the scooter is not used for a long time, it is recommended to charge the batteries at least once a month to avoid deterioration

of the same.

Can we use a different charger? Please note that the battery chargers are selected

specially for special applications and matched to the type and size of the batteries required. In order to charge your scooter safely and efficiently, we recommend using the charger provided as original equipment.

Any method of charging batteries practiced individually is prohibited.
